Some suggestions for the formation of constitution of Nepal from NRNA-Taiwan

1. Should it be a presidential (such as the one that exists in the USA) or parliamentary
(similar to the one in India) or a mixed system (such as the one to be found in France) of
governance?
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2. How should the chief executive be elected by the people- directly (as in the US,
France, or Russia) or by majority votes of parliament (as in Germany, India, or Italy)?
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3. What should be the future federal structure of the country?

a) purely along ethnic lines

b) based on three ecological belts: Mountains, Hill and Terai

c) based on the existing five development region model

d) based on a mix of ecology, geography, economy, mixed resource endowment
(mountains and plains) and ethnicity

e) or any other basis ?
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4. What provisions should be included in the constitution to enable NRNs’ contribution in
nation-building? In addition to the provision on dual nationality, what else should be
included to ensure the NRNSs’ participation in the governance of the country?
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
